The need for instituting the office of a regulatory authomy with
statutory power for all local self-government institutions is vital to
keep an eye on the functioning of all municipal bodies, to be a
citizens’ sentinel. Such a body with independent powers to probe
and penalise, in addition to the normal law and justice system, could
be used to check misuse of office, unsatisfactory working and shed a
light on needed change at local level said Vasudevan Suresh,
Former CMD, HUDCO & President Good Governance India
| Foundation during CUTS’s the inception of a project titled
| “Improving City Governance Through Enhancing Knowledge of
Urban Local Bodies in Rajasthan” which is in partnership with the
Australian High Commission under its Direct Aid Programme.

He further added municipal bond is a new buzz word for local self-
government to finance its capital expenditures, including the
construction of bridges or schools. However, the lack of interest
from the investor due to the fact that these bonds were not tradable
and lacked regulatory clarity. His Excellency Barry O’Farrell AO,
Australia ‘s High Commissioner to India, through a recorded video message congratulated CUTS for the urban governance project and
highlighted urban governance is one of the key areas where India and Australia have formal strategic partnership.
